Through individuals, corporations, and foundations, the Governor’s School Foundation is able to support
the School through three main pillars: Access, Outreach, and Excellence. Pillars are used to symbolize
strength, stability and support. We're thankful to everyone who contributed to the Foundation, you are
truly the pillars that provide quality arts education across the state.

Approximately 37% of our students
who attended the residential high
school program and 30% of students
that attended the summer programs
required some type of financial
assistance, which cost $223,000 last
school year.

Your generosity also provides assistance
for students to attend the prom,
purchase a yearbook, secure a spotin
college, and travel to auditions. These
opportunities would otherwise not have
been possible.
